*2007 RULES AND REQUIREMENTS*

REQUIREMENTS:

Entrants must be a Grandparent and/or Senior 50 or above by the time she/he bowls their 1% event and must be USBC sanctioned. Non-sanctioned
Grandmothers/Grandfathers can qualify by paying $5.00 for a participation fee in the tournament only. An affiliate fee of $25.00 for USBC OR $16.00 for
USBC will qualify them for this tournament and for any league or tournament for the remainder of 2006 summer and entire 2006-2007 fall/winter season.
AVERAGES:

Highest USBC sanctioned league average regardless of whether as a regular member or substitute. Average will be accepted in the following order
according to rule #319 on pages 57-58:

a. Highest previous regular season average for at least 21 games. 2006-2007 book average will be accepted as official.

b. If “a” does not apply, highest current average with 12 or more games as of 10/1/2007.

c. If“a” or “b” do not apply, highest final 2007 summer league average with 21 or more games.

d. If“a” or “b” or “c” do not apply, highest current 12 or more games average will be accepted at the time of tournament participation. A signed
verification from city Association secretary will be needed.

e.  If none of the above (“a” through “d”) applies, a 165 for women and 170 for men average will be assigned. Please see USBC rule 319 B, USBC
Rules 319 A-3, 4, and 5 will prevail. Rules 319 A-1, 2 and #319 D and E do not apply

RE-ENTRY: TEAMS, DOUBLES, AND SINGLES:

GRANDMOTHER/GRANDFATHER, AND/ OR SENIOR 50 and OVER , may participate in the team event on every team squad but a team with the same
four members cannot place more than once in the award or prize list. The same four members can Re-Enter but only their highest series will be counted.
CHANGING TWO MEMBERS creates a new team. Re-Entry in doubles and singles is allowed. 1f you bowl doubles you must bowl singles and visa versa.
A grandmother/grandfather may re-enter in each squad of doubles event and cash more than once if they change out one partner. In singles, a
grandmother/grandfather may only cash once. The FIRST ENTRY in each event (team, doubles, and singles) will count towards the grandparents/senior 50 or
above ALL-EVENTS SCORE.

SUBSTITUTIONS DURING A GAME OR SERIES:

Allowed when replacement is necessary, but must be a grandparent and/or senior over 50 and USBC sanctioned. A substitute, if available, will be allowed in
team, doubles, and singles. Please refer to USBC Tournament Rule 324B, page 60 for detailed information. Teams Captain and/or Tournament Directors
decision will prevail.

SUBSTITUTES:

Can reimburse regular member for entry fees, but not compulsory. Is entitled to awards and or prize winnings earned. Regular member forfeits fees, (If not
reimbursed by substitute). Tournament director can send substitute’s winnings/awards, if any, directly to him/her if they live in a different town than the team
captain.

CHECK IN:

At least 45 minutes before bowling. USBC membership card should be available.
PROTEST:

Any protest affecting eligibility or playing rules must be confirmed in writing to the Tournament Director before prize payments or made. Errors in scoring
must be reported to Tournament director within 24 hours.
RE-BOWL GAME AND TIES:

A Tournament Entrant will not be allowed to-bowl a game or series, except as authorized by Tournament Director when score is irretrievably lost from an
automatic scoring device. Co-champions will be declared if a tie for 1% and 2™ place money will be divided equally. Duplicate awards, (if any) will be given
to the Co-champions.

Mixed Team Rules: Your all events scores will be calculated on the first nine (9) games bowled in this tournament. You can bowl the mixed team format or
the regular format or both if you would like to. If you bowl both of the team events please fill out a
second entry for that team event. Mixed team must consist of 2 men and 2 women or 3 men and 1 woman or 3 women and 1 man.

Mixed Doubles Rules: Bowlers will consist of one male and one female bowler. Entrants are allowed to cash more than once in this event as
long as it is with a different partner. Again the first nine (9) games bowled in this tournament will go towards your all events score.
